N Monday, January 13,
1964, two men met in

a sixth-floor office at
Television House, Kingsway,
London. Their object: to take
a show called Ready, Steady,
Go! on an outside broadcast.

Inside an hour they agreed
to make it the biggest and
best event possible, They de-
cided to hire the largest hall
available—The Empire Pool,
Wembley—and sign the best-
known names in British pop
music to appear.

They wanted to stage the
most lavish, most impressive,
most spectacular dance possible
. . . something to compare with
the Chelsea Arts Ball, which
used to be one of the most
colourful events on the social
calendar.

gan.
On Friday, March 6, 1964,
the official announcement of
the ball was made in Ready
Steady, Go! Anyone who
wished to attend was asked to
apply for tickets to the
Variety Club of Great Britain,
whose children’s charities will
benefit.

By first post on Monday,
March 9, 14 sacks of appli-
cations had piled up —
enough for all the available
tickets. Two days later there
were 23 sacks. For a fortnight
afterwards a secretary worked
full time handling pleas for
tickets.

Teenagers have queued out-
side the Variety Club offices
in St. Martin's Lane, London.

ITH some people,
it’s first editions.
With others, it’s
stamps, or match boxes

or cigarette cards.

With Johnny Hamp, host
and producer of Granada's
Wednesday Pop Scene, in the
Scene at 6.30 programme, it’s
television debuts.

As pop-chief of Scene At
6.30 he has assembled a bundle
of them since the programme
was launched 14 months ago.

“When we decided we
needed a pop musical item in
the show every night, we had
a problem,” said Johnny, be-
hind a desk covered with new
record releases.

“Most of the big names
launched their records in
London.

“We decided that if we were
going to get the teenage audi-



ences we wanted, we would
have to start scooping the
London shows.

“That didn’t only mean get-
ting established names to come
to Manchester first with their
records.

“It meant digging out new
talent before it had been fully
recognised elsewhere.”

One of the first chart-
topping groups to make a
television debut on Scene was

Billy J. Kramer and The
Dakotas.

“That was a relatively
straightforward deal — a

straight recommendation and
transaction with the Epstein
stable,” said Johnny.

But a much more zany new
talent hit the television public
for the first time on the pro-
gramme a few weeks later-

Mr. Freddie Garrity and The

Dreamers.

“l was invited to see them
playing at a Manchester club,”
said Johnny.

“l thought their act was
killingly funny. They threw
everything into it in those days
—including dust-bin lids and
bicycle frames!

“Funny thing is, Freddie and
the lads had been auditioned
by Granada only 12 months
before and had been thrown
out on their ears because their
act was considered absurd and
stupid.”

The Dreamers have never
forgotten their first television
break. And they still launch
all their new releases through
the show.

About the same time, an-
other crazy crew turned up
at the studios for a first tele-
vision appearance — The
Hollies.

“I couldn’t believe my eyes
when I saw them,” grinned
Johnny. “They were dressed

“But we put them on, be-
cause they had a new kind of
talent, and they never looked
back.

“I still think they're one of
the greatest groups to come
out of the North.

“When The Mindbenders
did their first television stint,”
said Johnny, ‘“they were
directed by Silvio Narrizano-
who had just finished the
award-winning production of
W ar and Peace!

“Dave Berry? The first time
I saw him I thought that he
was wasted on television—and
I still do.

“He thrives on audiences.

He can work them up into a
frenzy of excitement.”

The complete opposite, in
fact, of those two cool kittens
of British show-business—The
Caravelles. Who very nearly
didn't make their television
debut on the night they were
booked to appear on Scene.

“They arrived at the studio
at six o'clock and went in
front of their first television
cameras without any rehear-
sal,” Johnny explained.

But occasionally, Pop Scene
jumps the gun even on this.

“Take Millicent Martin,”
said Johnny, “we had her on
the show singing ‘Nothing But
The Best’ three weeks ago.
And the disc only goes on sale
this week.”

Four scalps that don’t hang
from Johnny the Collector’s
belt are those of The Beatles.

“But there is some connec-
tion,” said Johnny. “They
made their television debut in
People and Places—the pro-
gramme from which Scene
sprang—on October 17, 1962.

Which
was were Ken came in.

The producer needed two
real working barges. And the
know - how to handle them.

Ken Nixon, a 31-year-old
bargee who has been working
the waterways since he was

.ten years old, was in a posi-

tion to supply both. So he was
seconded to ‘the Outside
Broadcast unit by the British
Waterways Board as a
sort of temporary “technical
adviser.”

He turned out to be a lot
more than that—particularly
to the actors,

Jack Smethurst and Derek
Benfield, who play the bargee
brothers who fall foul of the
law, spent days trying to cap-
ture his accent.

“It isn’t anything you can
localise exactly,” said Jack."A

bargee’s accent seems to be
coloured by every county he
passes through.”

But, more important still,
Ken was a key to the extra-
ordinary character of the men
who drive the narrow boats.
Because the long days gliding
through the lonely, rippling
reaches of Britain’s canals
seem to produce an attitude
to life which has never been
fully reconciled with the
world of television, the
telephone and the washing
machine.

Ken Nixon and his wife
have three small children—
but live in a tiny cabin that
would make a gypsy's caravan
seem spacious,

His philosophical delight in
Britain’s languid water high-
ways is something he inherited
from his parents, who were
bargees before him.

“You leave it, and you

come back to it he said
quietly, manoeuvring the
boats into position for the
next scene. “Once it gets in
your blood, you just can't get
rid of it. It’s such a free life.”

For this particular barge
family, however, it is an idyll
that can't last forever.

The children are approach-
ing school age. “I could send
them to the Waterways
boarding school at Birming-
ham,” said Ken. “But we'd
miss them being away for
all those months between
holidays. ‘

“So 1 suppose eventually
I'll have to give up the barges
and find myself some kind of
a job ashore.

“Mind you, 1 want a job
driving a lorry or something.
You get used to moving
around. And like I said, you
always come back to the
waterways in the end.”

HAKESPEARE was
obviously fond of
music. His plays

abound with references to
it. Shakespeare's songs
like ‘“Where the Bee
Sucks,” and "“Hark, Hark,
the Lark' have been sung
by schoolchildren for
ages, most of them not
realising who wrote the
words.

This year marks the 400th
anniversary of Shake-
speare's birth. So his plays,
poems and songs will no
doubt be heard a great deal.
But it occurred to my wife,
Cleo Laine, and myself that
now would be an excellent
opportunity . to - present
Shakespeare in a slightly

different form.

doing on Monday in Lyrics by
Shakespeare, sung by Cleo. The
idea was not new to Cleo.
Nine years ago she was about
to make an LP of home-grown
songs called Cleo Sings
British.

While searching for some-
thing unusual we came across
a modern-style setting of “It
Was A Lover And His Lass.”

It was composed for a pre-
war revue by a pianist named
Arthur Young. Cleo recorded
it and it caused favourable
comment. So much, in fact,
that a few years later she waxed
three other tunes by the same
writer.

The record was immediately
successful, not only with
Cleo's fans, but with lovers of

Shakespeare too. What's more,
Cleo had a number of letters
from schoolteachers who were
using the disc to brighten a
subject which children had
always found depressingly dull
— and with encouraging
results.

So no-one can accuse Cleo
of jumping on the Shakespeare
bandwagon during his anni-
versary celebrations. Never-
theless, it has proved the
inspiration for me to get down
to writing some new settings
of the Bard's words for her.
Not only the songs from the
plays, but new versions of the
sonnets, and even a speech
set to music.

In addition, we found that
Duke Ellington's Shake-

spearean suite “Such Sweet
Thunder' had some fine tunes
just asking to be put to words.
We found a couple of sonnets
that fitted exactly, both in
rhythm and in mood, to two of
the tunes. With Duke's
blessing already given to. the
project, Cleo will be singing
music by Ellington, words by
Shakespeare on the pro-
gramme,

Research for a project such
as this takes time. With only a
somewhat rusty knowledge of
Shakespeare from my school-
days, and an occasional visit
to the Old Vic and Regent's
Park open air theatre since
then to help me, | gathered my
“Complete Works" and my
‘‘Tales from Shakespeare"
around me and started swot-
ting.

| would take a speech or
sonnet, and first try to learn it
by heart. Then | would keep
repeating it until | understood
it perfectly. Then the words
would begin to fall into some
sort of unusual rhythm. As
soon as this happened, | would
start walking about the house
trying to sing the words.

As | am an impossibly bad
singer, this proved rather trying
for Cleo, but she put up with it
quite bravely.

One thing both Cleo and |
feel strongly about. We have
many times enjoyed the work of
Shakespeare, at the theatre,
and on TV, But many people
who associate the great man
with something highbrow have
never bothered to see what he
has to offer.

Good modern productions
of Shakespeare are usually
witty, lively, and above all
entertaining. They use modern
resources and techniques tc
add to their vigour.

We have tried to do that very
thing in our contributions to
the world of Shakespeare. To
those who would bridle at the
use of jazz in such a context we
would say this. Shakespeare in
his day was no sacred prerog-
ative of the intellectuals. In
those days there was not the
gulf that tends to exist today
between so-called art and
entertainment.

Shakespeare presented his
historical plays in (their)
modern dress and used the
music of the day for his songs.
This is what we have done.

| feel sure that our lyricist
would have approved. He was
certainly no snob.

One more thing. If our music
results in being good Shake-
speare but bad jazz we will
have failed. But our national
poet seems to have a knack of
bringing out the best in people.

And we sincerely hope he
has not let us—or you—down,

RIME . .. that is the
important - differ-
ence between the

work of a television
private detective and a

real private detective.

The real private detective
rarely handles criminal cases,
but the television variety
spends his time going from
one exciting investigation to
another.

Ask Michael Atkinson, the
actor who plays the suave
detective Robert Shoesmith in
The Protectors. He should
know. He's been both.

“I was a real detective about
five years ago,” he told me.

“Times were hard as an
actor so I took a job as an
investigator with a private
company in London.

“It was very disappointing,
dull and tawdry — tracing
missing people and divorce
evidence.

“It was a great relief to get
back into acting.

“But as a television detective,
the cases are fascinating . . .
and one actually handles
crime.”

There are other links in the
careers of actor Atkinson and
detective Shoesmith.

Shoesmith plays hunches ;

he’s a creature of instinct. So
is Atkinson. He said: “I always
trust my own instinct with the
parts I choose to play and the
way a role should be portrayed.
Fortunately, most of my
hunches have paid off.”
- Shoesmith finds particular
pleasure in the minute detail of
his work ; so does Atkinson.
He admitted: “I'll spend hours
repeating the words of a part to
ensure that | have grasped their
true meaning.”

Another parallel. Shoesmith,
in the series a former C.I.D.
man, becomes disenchanted
with the routine of police work.
That is why he jumped at the
chance of partnership with Tan
Souter (played by bearded
Andrew Faulds). Together
they form Souter and Shoe-
smith Ltd. The Protectors.

Atkinson, too, finds routine
intolerably boring. “Perhaps
that is why I turned to acting,”
he said. Born 35 years ago at
Clayton, in the West Riding of
Yorkshire, Atkinson grew up
around Bradford.

RMCHAIR:- THEATRE has always
been a trend-setter, and per-
sistently recognised for its efforts

with awards to artists, writers and
directors connected with the programme.

In the field of new ideas, it was Dennis
Vance in his two years at the helm (1956-
58) who first introduced new, attacking
American playwrights, like Tad Mosel, to
British screens. Then, Sydney Newman,
when he took over, looked for and en-
couraged British writers who were in the
same mould—men like Alun Owen.

It was Newman who also [fostered
original plays about life in contemporary
Britain. And it was Armchair Theatre
again that eventually began the move away
from theatrical naturalism with — among
the earliest works — David Perry’s The
Trouble With Our Ivy, and the satirical
musical His Polyvinyl Girl.

Latterly, Newman's successor, Leonard

ODAY Television has provided an additional
instrument to the field of education. By
combining the voice of a teacher with

visual images which only the rarest of books
could match with such vividness, it is an
instrument which we shall neglect at our peril.

It is infinitely adaptable, infinitely flexible and can
deal with a whole variety of students and a whole
range of subjects, all the way from primary school
to university level and beyond. The Report of the
Central Advisory Committee for Education dealing
with the education of children between the ages of
13 and 16, stressed the importance of TV in
assisting teaching.

| said “assisting teaching” for | think it ought to be
made clear that TV can never become a substitute for
teachers and text-books (or indeed parents). Even at its
best, it can be no more than an ancillary instrument; a
help, an assistance.

Things, unfortunately, seem to move slowly in education
and it is a little depressing to
contemplate the figures involved.
Today only 1 in every 10 schools in
the country is equipped with a TV
set to receive educational pro-
grammes. Things certainly have
been speeding up in the past
eighteen months—the figure of
such sets rising from 1,000 to over
4,000 in that time. But it is still a
very slow process and | hope by
reasoned argument to convince the
education authorities concerned to
give teaching by TV a trial. After all, the amount of money
involved is very very small compared with the outlay on
other educational aids. It would be foolish to pretend that
there is not a substantial body of opposition to the idea of
education by TV; there are always people who resent
innovation. I'm like that myself in some respects.

Take food for instance. You would be hard put to it to
induce me to eat food out of a tin or a deep freeze. So | can
understand that other people have their prejudices too.
But to such people, | can only say: Please give TV a trial.
If it doesn't work, then that is the time to complain.

We are taking the most stringent measures to ensure
that the views of everybody concerned with education are
taken into account in shaping the policy and compiling
the content of such programmes. No one will have the
excuse that the programmes are wrongly conceived or
carried out on the basis of insufficient advice. We
conceive the programmes as being the product of con-
certed effort and views to achieve the best.

In my opinion, the chief value of TV will be in the primary
schools—| sincerely believe that every primary school in
the country should have its TV set.

As to the suggestion that TV can ever take over com-
pletely from the teacher or from books, a quick examin-
ation of the problem will show just how impracticable that
thought is!

If all available TV channels in the country were to work
full blast all day long, they could still never hope to cover
all the subjects which have to be taught, to all the range of
students. They can do no more than supplement the older
forms of instruction.

It is a misconception to suppose that education simply
means the formal studies available in schools and
universities. The business of education really begins in
the home and almost from birth. Fundamentally it is the
process of putting an immature mind in touch with a
mature mind which passes on human experience.

Actually there is probably nothing more important in
determining the relations between people. On the kind and
extent of our education depends a great deal of our
happiness for it determines our efficiency in terms of our
work and the way we get on with other people. A good
education gives us a disciplined mind, a rich mind. One
that throughout our lives, we can put to work for our own
betterment, our own pleasure.

brought up, I was determined
to go into the theatre. I stuck
to my guns and the Labour
Exchanges,” he said.

He went to Leyton County

overwhelming venture they
have handled. Well over

25,000 requests for tickets had
been received when TV Times
went to Press.

Next Tuesday, 10 lorries will
make the short trip from the
Company’s Wembley studios
loaded with seven cameras and
75 technicians on one of the
most ambitious outside broad-
casts ever tackled.

At 730 p.m. next Wednes-
day, two giant entry doors at
The Empire Pool will open and
nearly 8,000 enthusiastic pop
and dance fans, dressed in

bizarre Mod fashion, will
swarm in.
The Ready, Steady, Go!

Mod Ball will be on!

At home, you will be able
to join the event—via tele-
vision—at 9.50 pm. for an
hour. And you will be seeing
the fruits of three hectic
months of planning, checking,
phoning, booking, rigging,
organising, worrying and des-
pairing!

All are involved in the pro-
duction of an hour-long pro-
gramme of this size and occa-
sion. What else is involved? I
have been behind the scenes,
searching for facts and figures.

Let us start at the beginning.

The two men who met that
January day were Elkan

32

Allan, entertainment chief, and

Francis Hitching, editor of
Ready, Steady, Go! It didn't
take them long to dream up the
outline for this Mod Ball. The
real work started when their
meeting ended.

Hitching was responsible for
selecting the artists who would
appear. Together with a staff
of four, he spent nearly a
week  telephoning agents,
managers and artists all over
Britain to check their availa-
bility. Eventually, what they
believed was the best possible
bill at such short notice was
listed — and Vyvienne Moyni-
han, in charge of entertainment
casting, worked another three
weeks, arranging all the com-
plicated contracts.

Lining up on Wednesday
will be Cilla Black, Kathy
Kirby, Manfred Mann, Kenny
Lynch, Freddie and the
Dreamers, The Fourmost,
The Rolling Stones, Billy J.
Kramer, The Searchers, and
The Merseybeats. An inesti-
mable value of pounds worth
of talent; between them they
have sold more than 6,000,000
records.

Elkan Allan alerted his
technicians, headed by direc-
tor Peter Croft.

Seven cameras will cover
2.000 dancers and nearly 6,000

spectators. The cameras will
be placed along both sides of
the 200ft. by 8Oft. arena. To
accommodate them, 450 seats
have been removed.

Director Croft will control
operations from a caravan in
the car park. At his fingertip
control will be two scanners,
nine monitor sets (in the cara-
van), 20 monitor sets in the
hall, 28 spotlights (14 specially
rigged for the occasion), 75
technicians, including riggers.
lighting and soundmen, eight
floor managers and four stage
managers, and 20 sound
amplifiers. The electronic
equipment will be linked by
more than 2,000 yards of wire
and cabling.

That cabling . . . plus fire
precautions . . . presented an
additional problem to the
production team. No “free”
wire was allowed to be trail-
ing by any of the 20 exits. So
scaffolding had to be built to
allow cabling to be run over
all the doors.

Over 12 hours of studio re-
hearsal have been completed to
ensure you a slick hour’s
entertainment.

The staff at The Empire
Pool are naturally accustomed
to handling huge crowds.
Their experience will be fully
extended on Wednesday. Let’s
survey their production team.

One hundred and fifty uni-
formed commissionaires will
be on duty; 50 to guard
artists, 100 to keep an eye on
the audience. There will be 40
policemen outside and a first-

The four Fourmost
aid staff of 20 (including a
doctor) inside.

A catering staff of 100 will
provide and serve refresh-
ments in 15 tea bars and
cafeterias. It is expected thal
25,000 cups of tea will be
drunk, 15000 “hot dogs”
eaten, and around 2,500 ice-
creams licked!

There is car park accommo-
dation for 4,000 cars, 500
coaches and — remembering
that it is a Mod Ball—enough
space for pretty well every
motor scooter in Britain,

The Wembley staffl deal
weekly with large ice hockey
attendances. But that is a
seated, organised audience
They have never housed a
dance of this proportion.

The near-8,000 who have
paid £1, 10s,, or 5s. for tickets
will contribute more than
£3,000 to charity.

And it will take a 45-strong
cleaning staff two days to
clear up after them.

T takes all sorts to
make a world. And
the same can be said

of snooker champions.
Take, for example,
Mario Berni and Ray
Edmonds.

Berni, the West of England
champion, is an oil refinery
worker from Wales; Edmonds,
champion of Lincolnshire for
the last six years, is a
decorator’s merchant from
Cleethorpes.

Just how good they are at
snooker — a sport that de-
mands an eye for angles, the
ability to make instant  deci-
sions and the touch of a pre-
cision engineer—you will see
in their televised Amateur
Invitation Trophy match from
the National Liberal Club in
London this afternoon.

Skill at snooker, so I have
been told, is the sign of a mis-
spent youth. If that brings to
mind the image of lay-abouts
in squalid halls—the sort of
people and .places sometimes
portrayed on the films—the

thought could not be more

wrong.

I put this point to Berni
who, very neatly, sank me
with this one shot. “I don't
drink,” he said. “I wouldn't
play in a club where they
drink. Snooker and drinking
are like oil and water—they
don’t mix.

“lI don’t think the people
who go to clubs to drink ap-
preciate the fine points of a
game of snooker. The club
where I play—the Mackworth
Billiards and Social Club, in
Neath, Glamorgan—sells only
soft drinks.”

Yet 34-year-old Berni ap-
preciated the mis-spent youth

44

point. His Italian father felt
the same way. “My grand-
father owned a hall in Neath
and my father didn’t like me
going there,” Berni said. “But
there wasn’t much sport at
school, so I used to sneak in
to play snooker.

“l was only 14 but I looked
older because I was big (he is
a 15-stone six-footer now).
I've never taken up any other
sport, but I haven't gone to
the bad,” he said with a
chuckle.

Snooker now is almost a
way of life to Berni. “I be-
lieve that if you want to be
good at something you must
keep at it,” he said. He plays
about four days a week, two
hours a day, at his club in the
Neath and District League
matches and in the West Wales
League.

He was champion of the
West Wales League, but then
it was suggested tactfully it
might be as well if he didn't
enter so the other chaps would
have more chance.

Mackworth club members
provide the opposition for
Berni's practice-match sessions.
“Mostly they are my
friends,” he said. “I give them
a start and they try their best
to beat me. Sometimes they
take frames—but they don’t
win the matches.”

Their failure against the
Berni brand of snooker is not

really hard to understand. He
has made 135 century breaks,
all but two of them at his
home-town club.

“I had two century breaks
in one five-frame match in
London, but my highest 145
was at the Mackworth,” he
told me. “I might have had the
maximum-—147—only [ took
a blue instead of the black.
But that’s snooker . . . you
have to take what comes.”

In many ways, Edmonds
tells a similar snooker story,
beginning at a local youth
club and following through to
be the champion of the
Grimsby and District League
and, finally, of his county.

“I took it up casually when
I was 13, then I discovered I
had an aptitude for it,” he
told me. “As I started to im-
prove, I played in an inter-
mediate league, the Temper-
ance Billiards and Snooker
League, made up of Y M.CA,,
Civil Defence and similar
organisations.” He was cham-
pion of the league at 15.

Notice the word “Temper-
ance?” Twenty-seven-year-old
Edmonds is not quite so rigid
in this respect as his Welsh
rival. He does drink, but noth-
ing more than a shandy dur-
ing a match,

“I don’t think it makes any
difference — but I wouldn’t
drink anything else when I'm
playing,” he said.

Ay,

What does affect the
Edmonds’ game is lack of con-
centration. “I  find 1 play
better when I'm behind . . . I
get tensed up and concentrate
more. When I'm in front, I
tend to relax. Perhaps it’s be-
cause | don't get enough
practice.

“I play two nights a week—
one match play, the other
practice — and on Sunday
morning. As I work two nights
a week as well, it means I give
up a lot for the game.”

Edmonds, who has also been
twice billiards champion of
Lincolnshire, paid his Welsh
rival a compliment as we
spoke of Saturday's match.
“He’s a fine player . . . an ex-
ceptional break-builder,” he
said. “I've scored about six
century breaks, with lots of
80s and 90s. But I'd sooner
have a regular score in every
frame than a 100 once in a
match.”

The winner of Saturday's
match, the last of the first-
round clashes, will join Jona-
than Barron, of Cornwall, and
Christopher Ross (Home
Counties) in the semi-finals of
the televised snooker com-
petition.

Barron, a bachelor, who
runs an antique shop with his
brother in Mevagissey, made
his snooker name two vyears
ago when he finished runner-
up in the Amateur champion-
ship.

Ross, from Woking, Surrey,
with a top break of 142 to his
credit, has twice won the
Home Counties section of the
English Amateur champion-
ships, and has been the Byfleet
Fleet and District League title-
holder five times in the last
ten years.
