WHAT DID I do when

they made me a lord?
1 went to the Whiteley’s Club
and had a couple of pints.
Bitter, though sometimes I
drink whisky. And the re-
porters came round and took
pictures of me playing domi-
noes. I belong to four work-
ing men’s clubs round here.
I like a game of bingo. I
never go to the picture
houses; I just like going up
the club.

I knew I was going to get
the title. Under the miners’
rules, I had to retire as an
M.P. when I was 65, and [
told the Union officials I
would. Wilson sent for me
and said there was still work
for me to do. In the October
General Election—this was
1964—when he won, I was
sitting here when I got a
telegram. And 1 phoned
Downing Street from the
pub up the road, the “New
Mill”. T don’t have a phone
—I got fed up with every-
body phoning. They told me
to come to London because
there was news for me. |
went into the Cabinet room
and was told they were going
to make me a peer.

I felt all right. It repre-
sented a platform and I felt 1
could help the country ac-
cording to my socialist be-
liefs. I had discussed it with
my wife and she said: ‘Please
yourself, you've always
pleased yourself up till now’.
She’s dead now, died seven
years ago. The wife, when
she was made a lady, went
into butcher’s shop and a
woman in the queue said,
‘Hello, Lady Blyton’ and
Jenny said, ‘Don’t be so
damn funny. I’'m still Jenny
Blyton. You’ve known me all
your life. I grew up with you,
went to school with you, and
you know I’'m not going to
change now’.

I wear the robes for the
Opening of Parliament or the
introducing of a new peer
into the House of Lords. I
borrow mine. There’s seven
or eight that have been left
behind by other lords and
you can get a loan of them
for a couple of quid. Other-
wise, it’s an outlay of at
least £175 and you don’t
wear them all that often.

My father was a labourer,
my mother worked in the jam
factory. They were married
in 1898 and 1 was born in
1899, A comfortable life,
considering everything. - At

14, I went down Houghton
Colliery. It’s closed now.
Started as a putter, taking
the tubs to and from the coal
face. 1 was working with a
pony. It was nasty work for
them. I’m glad they’re out
the pits now. It was nasty
work for men, too. When I
went down I earned 11 old
pence (5p) per day for an
eight-hour shift. That was
big wages compared with
what the apprentices were
getting in the shipyards. I
expected to be a coal miner
always. I was one for 30
years. There comes a time,
though, when something
happens that throws you into
axole ...

In those days, if you were
working in water you got an
extra sixpence a day, plus
percentage. But I noticed I
Because of that, the putters
went on strike and the man-
ager gave me a good rollock-
ing for making a fuss, but we
won the case. And the Sun-
day was the Annual General
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Meeting of the Houghton
Miners’ Union and I was
nominated as adelegate at the
Durham Miners’ Association.
I was interested, but had no
knowledge of what was
wanted. I was green.

I saw my old schoolmaster
and went to the library to
read industrial history, and
that was how I started. If I'd
been paid for working in
water I'd probably have
stayed down mine,

There was a 13-week strike
in 1921 and I did a lot of
studying then, too. By and
large, down the pit you had
to train yourself for the job.
In the pit I worked it was
pretty good, but you could
count on 10 accidents a day.
It was a gassy pit. A lot of
workers got what they call
Miners’ Nystagmus, caused
by straining to see in poor
light conditions. It’s practic-
ally been eliminated now
with the use of the miners’
electric cap lamps.

In my day, if a miner were
killed the police wouldn’t
take him into the mortuary
unless he had been washed,
and I used to have that jobon
behalf of the Union Lodge.

In the 1926 strike, me and

\ the wife and our one child

had nothing and the rent was
piling up. We had to apply to
the Guardians under the
Poor Law. Well, strikers
were not allowed to receive
money. Instead, we were
given a form every week
worth 18s, (90p) for grocer-
ies. When strike was over,
we made an agreement to pay
it back at sixpence a week.
And, you know, in 1945,
when 1 had become a
Member of Parliament, I got
a note from the South
Shields Council to say I stll
owed £7-0-5d. For the first

Billy Blyton’s mates still
kid him about
this entry in Who's Who
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time in my life, I sat down
and wrote a cheque. And I
put the receipt on the back of
my election address and in
the 1950 General Election
polled 27,000. Years later, I
sat on the Public Assistance
Appeals Board. I knew what
it was about.

Just after becoming an
M.P. I was burgled. I was
burgled again, in this house,
a few years ago and they took
a pound note and 2,200
cigarette coupons. I’ve never
bothered to save them since.
Don’t think it’s just here,
though. I put my lighter and
packet of cigarettes down in
the House of Commons tea
room the other day and they
Uamshﬂ‘ d- .- " .

I've lived on low wages all
my life and couldn’t save for
a house. When I went to
Parliament, I was earning
£600-a-year and had to keep
a home going here and in
London. If it hadn’t been for
the miners’ help, I don’t
think I could have kept
going. There was a Conser-
vative delegate at the Black-
pool Conference in aid:

was: ‘Where does he expect
this peer to live ? In a bloody
castle ?*
. Most people round here
call me Bill or Billy. You get
kidded, of course, but people
know me. I haven’t changed.
I’ve been kidded all my life.
When I went into sub-
marines, in World War One,
it wasn’t bravery. I'd been
kidded. They said: ‘Anyone
with one day’s washing one
pace forward’. And they gave
us coffee and biscuits and a
Captain Quick told us about
the glories of submarines and
then asked for volunteers.
Twenty-five of us volun-
teered and five of us passed
Of course I disagree with
the House of Lords under
the hereditary basis, though
there’s some pleasant gentle-
men there. But you shouldn’t
be there for being born in
the right bed. I'm 77 so it F
doesn’t matter much to me,
but they all ought to be
people who have contributed i
something.

dawn because the studio car
comes for me at 6.30, sometimes
earlier, and I’'m rarely home be-
fore eight, sometimes nine at
night.”

And that’s with a special clause
in her contract that allows her to
finish at seven so that she can
get home to prepare dinner for
Lee. He insisted on the clause.
After all, why should a hard
working man miss out on a meal
just because his wife works hard
all day, too?

But Farrah says: “When I
read that I rush home just to fix
dinner it makes me sound like
some superhuman. I do it because
I love Lee and I love to cook.”

She is a Cordon Bleu cook who
specialises in French dishes. But
because she and Lee have to get to
bed early they live mainly on
salads and save the more exotic
meals for weekends.

Farrah admits she eats like a
horse. She’s fast, too. Tuna-fish
sandwiches with potato salad and
pickles disappear in minutes dur-
ing her studio lunch “hour”.

Every morning, rushed or not,
she takes a glass of milk mixed
with a powder protein, which she
says helps her good complexion.
She also takes vitamin A and D
which counteract the effects of the
heavy make-up which she has to
wear during the show.

“Vitamins improve circulation
and keep the pores unclogged,”
she says.

She is a natural athlete and has
an exercise routine which she does
religiously every morning.

“I do deep knee bends and
stretching at an exercise bar —
night and morning, no matter
where I am.” (Marge can vouch
for that: “Farrah stayed with me
for a couple of weeks recently
while her house was being re-
decorated — an exercise room
and sauna were also being added
—and she used to wake me up
every morning doing strange ex-
ercises on the floor.

“I relax by exercising,” she
says.

Alan Kennaugh
meets . . . Mandao,
the talkative stallion
who’s the star of a
new children’s tele-
vision series . . . and
Celebrity Squares,
the racehorse who
will be finding a
winning owner in this
week’s quiz game

HORSE can say “Hello” by

breathing down its nostrils

at you. It's on record that

a horse has: 11 “tones

of voice”; has 30 ways

of saying “I love you”, and can con-

vey 47 different messages ranging

from “Stop it” (a twitch of the skin,

a kick or a bite), to “Sorry” (a hasty

withdrawal with an air of injured
innocence).

1 don’t know what Mandao, a
thoroughbred stallion, was trying to
tell me when we met, but I guessed,
between snorts, whickering, and
whinnying, that he was having a
good old horse laugh about the way
he became Britain’s latest television
star. Mandao arrives full gallop on
your screens this week, in a new,
racy, cliff-hanging children’s serial,
Horse in the House. Like most suc-
cess stories in showbusiness, it has
been a combination of luck and
talent; and in this case a little “blue
blood” has helped.

The serial is based on a book by
William Corbin, adapted from
American to English settings by
Rosemary Ann Sisson, and is about
a schoolgirl who trains a stallion on
trust. The horse actually comes into
the house. The story has the trap-
pings of a Girl’s Own tale, with nail-
biting drama and silent villains who
lurk in corners and draw heavily on
cigarettes. But it’s the horse who is
going to “delight girl viewers, make
the boys envious, and capture the
attention of the adults with its
spirited performance.

Last year, after studying horscs for
40 years, Henry Blake compiled a
“Horse-English”  dictionary  for
people like television producers who
have to deal with temperamental
equines. Of stallions Blake wrote:
“They have only three subjects of
conversation: fear, food and females.”
He should have been with me on the
Horse in the House set to hear
Mandao “talk”.

Stan Woodward, the director, told

s I was saying to!

me: “We didn’t need a dictionary. I
have never seen a horse with such
natural talent for communication.”

A blue-blooded thoroughbred,
Mandao was born to the good life in
1967 at the Stypewood Stud, near
Newbury, Berks., and bred by Sir
Charles Clore for a racing future.
His sire, Pardao, third in the Derby,
won more than £41,000 in England
and the U.S. His dam, Maona, was
sired by Narrator who won more
than £6,000 in prize money.

The prospects looked bright, but
before he could be saddled up for

O

)

racing, Mandao was injured in the
near hind hock in training. It put
paid to a racing career, and there
was a possibility that he could have
been lame for life.

It was a sad day when Mandao,
once a £20,000 racehorse, was sold
for 110 guineas. But Lady Luck had
stepped i and the two brothers who
had bought him took him home to
the Welsh borders and literally
walked him back to full health.

In April, 1973, Mandao stood on
the open market in the Hereford
Horse Sales. In a world of leather and

saddle soap, you could almost hear
Mandao “talking” then, as if saying:
“Surely someone, somewhere wants
to buy a stallion to stand at
stud.”

He was lucky again. That day
Mrs. Beryl Platt had come all the
way from Benbow Stables, at Ockley =
in Surrey, to look for a riding horse,
not a stallion with a suspect hock.
All day, questions kept going through
her mind. Should she buy him, or
shouldn’t she? Mandao looked quiet
enough, but supposing he was like
many stallions and had to live in a

stable away from other horses? Sup-
posing he was really highly strung or
bad tempered and difficult to con-
trol? He couldn’t be sound or quiet
enough to ride. Or could he?

Now, four years later, Mrs. Platt
looks back on the decision as being
the “best and luckiest” she ever
made. The 16-hands high, liver-
chestnut stallion travelled home to
Surrey, but he still had a lot of hoof-
beats to tread on the road to fame.
Mrs. Platt told me: “Mandao
proved quiet to ride and his injured
hock never caused him any unsound-

ness. He became a stallion at stud
and brought more than 50 mares
each year to Benbow.”

It was lucky again for Mandao
that at this time Sue Turner, a tele-
vision producer and a keen horse-
woman, was looking for a stallion for
her mare Tara. Sue became a regular
visitor to Benbow Stables. Later,
when she became Head of Children’s
Programmes at Thames Television,
Sue realised a five-year-long am-
bition to make a series out of William
Corbin’s book. Ruth Boswell, as
producer, Stan Woodward and a

team took up the project. Mandao
went through a film test and got the
job. Sue told me: “He turned out to
be a beautifully tempered stallion in
front of the cameras, totally at home
with the lights and noises of camera
action. In fact, we had some trouble
getting him to show panic for one
dramatic scene.”

Mandao, who is named Orbit for
Horse in the House, has to have the
last word. It came in a full-throated
whinny. According to the tone of the
voice, and Blake’s dictionary, he was
saying: “I know I'm a star”.

THIS 1S A horsey week. The scene
changes to the Berkshire Downs,
where ’m standing up to my ankles
in dew with the wind and a raw
cold reddening my face.

Nostrils flaring, tail flying, hooves
thundering, a sprightly two-year-old
comes steaming and snorting out of
the morning haze. He’s a chestnut
colt ready to take on Britain’s best in
the racing world. Ready, after break-
fasting on hay, corn, and a little bit
of linseed, to haunt the bookies and
delight the punters. Ready, even, to
survive the inevitable puns when
Bob Monkhouse introduces him in
this week’s Celebrity Squares.

There's a twelfth share of the colt
whose name, too, is Celebrity
Squares—waiting for a contestant on
the show this week who successfully
answers a series of questions. In this
star prize, the stake in the future of
the colt includes the stabling and
running costs for a year. Viewers
will be able to chart Celebrity
Squares’ progress as it's hoped he
will run in some meetings televised
on World of Sport.

The handsome and imposing colt
is destined to be a television star, but
unlike Mandao he doesn’t know it.
Celebrity Squares isn’t very com-
municative, but to be fair it's hard
to be “talkative” on a cold Berkshire
morning when the only tipple wait-
ing is a bucket of water. However, he
didn’t shake a dissenting head when
trainer Pat Haslam predicted a
bright future for him.

Celebrity Squares is by The Par-
son, out of Kismet by Milesian. The
Parson was scen under the bright
silks of many famous jockeys in-
cluding the incomparable Lester
Piggott, who rode him in the Derby.
And The Parson was by Aureole,
the famous horse owned by the
Queen.

In other words, Celebrity Squares
can run a bit and is backed by a lot
of blue blood insurance.

Paul Cane, a bloodstock agent,
who with Haslam chose Celebrity
Squares, told me: “The colt is
broken in, and has done well on the
gallops. Now comes the excitement
—when he races for the first time
in March.”

Celebrity Squares is a £2.500
horse and will cost abour £3,000 a
year to run. “The winner of the
twelfth share won't have to pay a
penny, and will of course have a
twelfth share in everything that the
colt wins. If, at the end of the 12
months, the winner decides to retain
his share, he will be liable only to
paying the stabling costs which
amount to about £6 a week. Or we
will sell his interest,” says Cane.

Celebrity Squares has got it all to
do, but the two-year-old is trained
to run straight and true.

to “kill him off”. He was invented
in 1917 to fulfil a woman’s magazine
commission for a short story about
children for adults.

Writing was an activity which she
hid away. She was a classics mistress
at the Bromley High School for Girls
in Kent where she was known by her
proper surname, Miss Lamburn—
Crompton being her middle name.

She banned William books from
her form library, and only contribu-
ted new adventures reluctantly. Her
secret, however, leaked out. And
after pupils began to queue for her
autograph, the headmistress sum-
moned her, and solemnly advised her
to give up writing before it inter-
fered with her work.

William’s future was secured by an
attack of polio which struck his
creator at the age of 34, seriously
crippling her, and obliging her to try
to earn a living by writing.

Though Richmal Crompton grew
older, William remained an increas-
ingly uneasy 11-year-old. Though his
adventures have sold nine million
copies, and have been translated into
every European language, Richmal
Crompton was sensitive to criticisms
that he had become out of date and
she confided to Miss Ashbee that if
she were to write the books all over
again, she would have made him
younger. As the years went by, boys
of 11 became increasingly more
mature. “Nowadays,” she once said,
“children seem to go straight from
the cradle to the petting Sa.rty."

“Don’t you like little girlth?”

Richmal Crompton’s William and
his gang, as visualised in the
original books by the
illustrator Thomas Henry
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lisped the fluffy, deceptively angelic,
Violet Elizabeth in William, circa
1925.

“Me?” said William with superior
dignity. “Me? I don’t know anything
about 'em. Don’t want to.”

Girls — crikey, what a jolly rotten
thought. Boys of 11 with any self-
respect, everyone knew, were inter-
ested in keeping caterpillars in
matchboxes. They were interested in
trespassing, and in eating tuck and
in raising money for cricket bats.

“Dear Sir,” begins William’s
masterfully tasteless money-raising
effort in William and the Begging
Letter, the story which launches
London Weekend Television’s elab-
orate Just William series, on Sunday,
“I am a pore man out of work with
18 children who are all very ill. My

wife is very ill. I am very ill. My
mother and father are very ill. If you
do not send some money we shall all
dye . . . Yours cinserely, William
Brown.”

The recipient, selected from the
telephone directory, is the apoplectic
and blustering Lt. Col. M. H. Pome-
roy, D.S.0. — and the expected
package of unforeseen consequences
and disasters ensue.

But Richmal Crompton’s anxiety
that her stories were becoming hope-
lessly dated or meaningless in the
post-war world, led her to lose faith
with the bizarre gallery of Wode-
housian grown-ups which it had been
her original intention to satirise.

Words like “fab” began to replace
“crumbs” in William’s vocabulary,
and the scruffy school uniform with
askew cap, sliding socks and undone
shoelaces of the original Thomas
Henry illustrations began to give way
to new Williams wearing jeans,
sneakers and florid sloppy-joe T-
shirts. References to pop stars and
television shows creep into the
story-lines.

After Richmal Crompton’s death,
however, new pa editions of
the Just William stories were pub-

lished, some containing the original
drawings. And it was one of these
that caught the eye of producer/
director John Davies while browsing
in his local bookshop in Banbury,
Oxfordshire, looking for something
for his children.

“Are they still publishing those?
I thought. I remembered them, of
course, from when I was a child. I
began to read them again for the
first time as an adult and I found
that they were incredibly funny. And
they were funny at two or even three
different levels.

“They were funny adventure
stories for kids—William is the anti-
hero of all time as far as children are
concerned—but they were funny for
adults in a sort of social, satirical
fashion. And, of course, she originally
wrote them with adults in mind.

“The adults in the books are

generally grotesque, over life-size, |:

and fairly unsympathetic, even Wil-
liam’s family, the Browns. Brother
Robert [played by Simon Chandler
in the series] is a pompous bore,
always chasing girls, usually of a
social standing above his own. Sister
i?kthcl [Stacy Dorning] is of the same

“Daddy [Hugh Cross] is also a
bore; he would prefer to be in his
office in Eastcheap 24 hours a day.
He resents coming home and grunts
over his newspaper. Mum [Diana
Fairfax] is well meaning, but naive
and rather dizzy.

“The Botts [Diana Dors and
John Stratton], with Bonnie Lang-
ford, as their daughter Violet Eliza-
beth, occupy the Manor Hall, and are
the nouveaux riches who have made
their money out of manufacturing
sauce. Mrs. Bott is very snobbish,
while dropping all her aitches . . .

“Most oF the comedy stems from
the social set-up of its time,” said
Davies. “The stories are full of
people who really couldn’t have
existed after the last war. There are

William hates dressing smartly
almost as much as he
distrusts girls — in this case the
lisping Violet Elizabeth Bott

irate colonels, dry-stick spinsters and |
angry men who get their cucumber |
frames smashed by cricket balls.

“My feeling is that after the war, |
Richmal Crompton desperately tried |
to go along with the times. The
Browns, instead of living in a rather
large Edwardian house in commuter |
Kent, suddenly find themselves in a
semi with all the trappings of modern
life. She tried to move with the times,

Adults in Just William are
generally grotesque — like
the snobbish Botts, dropping
aitches at the Manor House

but I don’t think she was awfully
successful. The original flavour,
which I enjoyed, is set securely be-
tween the wars. I have made the
Fust William series as a period piece :
1928 is our year.”

Last summer, a campaign was
launched to find the perfect William
for the starring part. A list of 2,000
“possibles” was drawn up from a
deluge of mail. Preliminary weeding
out was done by telephone and the
part was eventually won by public
schoolboy, Adrian Dannatt, a 14-
year-old student at Westminster
School, He is the son of an architect,
and lives in Canonbury, London.

His parents were dumbfounded
when he announced that he had got
the part. His mother said: “He
hadn’t told us anything about it until
then. He had sent a letter on his own
initiative,

“He put in his letter — which he
sent by mistake to the wrong televi-
sion company—that his parents used
to say he was a ‘right Just William’.

“He finally told us what was going
on after he had been to the audition.
We decided to leave the decision en-
tirely to his House Master. Adrian
will be taking his ‘O’-Level examina-
tions soon, but it seems that while
they rehearse, a tutor gives them les-
sons every morning, so the education
side is well taken care of.

“The only acting he has done be-
fore is to play Adolf Hitler in a
school play. His ambition was to be
a military historian. Now, I gather,
he has decided to become an actor.”

years to National Service, far
more terrible than any
enemy, imagined or real,
were the drill instructors, By
the acquisition of a couple of
stripes on their arms they
appeared to have adopted the
role of God and the Devil
rolled into one.

They didn't talk, they
barked. They didn’t seem to
get mad, they appeared to be
mad.

But to this day former N.S,
men argue whether or not it
did them any good, Or even
whether they enjoyed it, But
one thing is sure, most of
them went into it with a sort
of resigned fascination.

Were they really as terrible as they
are remembered? — National Service
non-commissioned officers, as personified
by Tony Selby (left) in Get Some In!
We ask the stars about their experiences
at the mercy of their N.C.0.s, and talk to
N.C.O:.s about the men they commanded

the recruits got a laugh and
kept up their morale, I used
1o be quite choked when I
knew I was having a new
squad made up solely of
regulars, An N.S. squad
always had far more charac-
ters in it,

“Of course, the discipline
was fierce in the Guards, but
everything was done for a
purpose. We didn’t want to
destroy them, we wanted to
belp them survive.”

The night before kit in-
spection everyone slept on
the floor, Everything had to
be laid out so perfectly on
the bed that the whole of the
previous evening was spent
doing ir.

Even the needles in their
“housewife” (a sewing kit)
had to be arranged in the
shape of the letters of their
Company, And it was rou-
tne — if the resultant lay-
out offended — for the in-
specting N.C.O, to yank
sway the blanket, sending
the whole lot, needles and all,

through an open window
and down three storeys on
to the parade ground.

“But by the end of the
training,” said Sgt. Maj.
Knight, they respected you
and no one has ever borne a
grudge. I've met many of
my former recruits and they
slap me on the back and want
to buy me a drink.”

I'm not sure Michael
Caine would buy him one.
He came off the set during
filming of The Silver Bears
and recalled his N.S. year in
Germany and year in Korea
from 1951 to 1953. He was
a rifleman private in the
Royal Fusiliers, “It was
where they put those who
were expendable — the ones
they didn’t mind losing! But
I've got to admir it was fun
with the other boys. When
you're young you’ll do any-
thing for laughs, I don’t ever
remember laughing so much
as I did then — or having so
little reason for doing so.

“But being in the front

line in Korea was very scary,
something I'd never want 1o
repeat unless this country
was being taken over by
force. I was there on the
night there was a barrage
three times the size of the
one at El Alamein, I think
that the Americans had the
right idea when they burned
their draft cards!

“It would never occur to
our boys . ..

“When you were in, it
seemed no matter how hard
civilian life got it had to be
better than being in the
Army. I don’t see the younger
generation is any worse off
for not having to go and kill
people. I go along with
Spike Milligan who once
said in a comedy ‘commer-
cial’ for the Army: ‘Join the
British Army and go over-
seas and meet lots of in-
teresting foreign people —
and kill them , .. ”

Garfield Morgan (Det.
Chief Insp. Haskins in The
Sweeney) is grateful for his
National Service, N.C.O.sand
all. Without N.S., he says,
he may never had become an
actor, Morgan was at Alder-
shot in 1949, “I was a back
street urchin and had never
been outside of Birmingham
until I didﬁ[ional Service,
I could o just read and
write, If I hadn’t done my
stint I may never have
learned enough to read my
lines !

“But some of it was awful,
We had the famous R.S.M.
Brittain controlling us. He
once put me on a charge for
free-wheeling on a bike.
And the ‘bull’ was terrible,
even the lacehole eyelets on
your boots had to be kept
polished.”

Flight Sgt. Robert Preston,
now 53, is Station Warrant
Officer at an R.A.F. station
at Lincoln, From 1947 to
1953 he was a drill instructor
at West Kirby and saw a few
thousand Royal Air Force
N.S. men through their
initial training, “One bloke I
remember who couldn’t
settle down, kept running
home to his Mum. She used
to ring the local police and
say: ‘Come and get him —
he’s home again.’”

Like his Army counterpart
Flight Sgt, Preston had the
highest personal regard for
the N.S. men — in spite of
suggestions to the contrary
made to them on the parade
ground. “I sweated blood out

of them, but they took it
well. Most of them seemed
to say: ‘We've got te do it,
let’s get it out of the way.””

One embryonic comedian
in the Air Force was Ted
Rogers, who started his
National Service in Wiltshire
in 1954, “I remember the
sheer misery of being one of
six blokes cleaning out milk
churns in freezing weather
and watching our breath turn
to smoke in our faces. I
thought: ‘How can I pos-
sibly put up with two years
of this?” And the rterror I
experienced at the arrival in
the barrack room of one of
the N.C.O, drill instructors.
I've never, ever, felt so
frightened.”

But the emerging Rogers’
comedy inclination got him
both in — and out — of
trouble. He was doing an im-
promptu Danny Kaye imper-
sonation for the lads when
an N.CO., came in, said
nothing and watched to the
end of the act. He was there
to pick the senior man for
the room. He snapped every-
one to attention and pro-
nounced Rogers as senior
man,

“Then he said: ‘I have
picked Rogers because he’s
a comedian! People
listen to comedians and
you're going to listen to him.’
But it was a terrible job be-
cause no one else liked you
and you also got lumbered
with doing the running
around, If the drill instruc-
tor wanted some fags brought
from the N.A.A.F.I, he’d tell
the senior man—me—to pick
someone to go.

“As I never felt capable of
giving orders, I always went
myself ., ., .”

Bob Monkhouse played it
very cool when the R.A.F.
requested the pleasure of his
company in 1946 at Padgate
and Cardington. “N.C.O.s”
he says, “are like racehorses;
once the tapes are up noth-
ing will stop them.”

He spent four weeks swill-
ing out lavatories at the be-
ginning, but he made use of
his commercial art training
and painted murals in the
canteens. “I painted Rita
Hayworth on one wall and
gave her such big breasts
they made me paint them
down a bit.” In fact, Monk-
house’s murals were up in
the Padgate mess until five
years ago.

“There was one man who

made my life hell,” he re-
members, “He was a Sgt
Freeman and knew us all by
name — the same one, He
seemed to me to be an abso-
lute monster,

“But some years later I
was playing a club in Liver-
pool when this very fine-
looking man, looking ex-
tremely agreeable, came to
me and asked if I remem-
bered him. At first I thought
he must have been one of the
chaps from my Flight be-
cause his face was half
familiar,

“He was running, he said,
a centre for under-privileged
boys and would I like to
come along and make a per-
sonal appearance, which I
readily agreed to do. I
couldn’t believe he was that
Sgt. Freeman, Even more
astonishing, he was only two
years older than me!”

The Navy was the hardest
of the three Services to get
into, “There were never
more than 5,000 N.S. men
in the Navy at any one time,”
recalls Commander Frank
Trickey, now 49, and based
with H.M.S. Excellent at
Portsmouth,

He joined the Navy in
1943 and his N.S. men
passed through his hands
from 1953 to 1955 at the
Heavy Training Squadron,
Portsmouth, and before that
at Chatham Gunnery School,

“I had about 1,000 go
through their training with
me,” he said. “I always
thought they were a grand
bunch of chaps. They always
seemed so cheerful in spite
of all the ‘stick’ they took.
Probably more important
than anything else it did
them the world of good.

“I think it’s a pity that the
youth of today don’t have
the same chance to do
National Service. I know my
boys were the better for it.”

ONALD HINES, the suave,

R reserved man who plays

Harry Shaw, troubled

hero of John Finch's family saga,

This Year Next Year, feels closer

to the character than any he has
played before.

“Harry Shaw is Mr. Everyman
of today,” says Hines. “Every
man who has encountered marital
problems, job dissatisfaction,
rebellious teenagers, or suffered
simply from the pressures of mod-
ern living, must feel for Shaw.”

Hines, given to wearing Arran
sweaters and cavalry twill trousers,
has become tagged over the years,
as a kind of TV father figure.

It is almost eight years since he
played famous dad Henry Corner,
opposite Wendy Craig, in Not In
Front of the Children, but viewers
still associate him with the series.

There was the time five years
ago when he emerged from an
elaborate two-hour make-up ses-
sion as Cecil, Lord Burghley, for
a film sequence in the television
series Elizabeth R.

“I stepped out of the car on
location in Elizabethan costume,
beard and false nose, and one on-
looker said to another: ‘There’s
that chap from Not In Front of
the Children !’

“I enjoy the recognition but it’s
ludicrous really. I have done so
much TV work since then. Still, I
suppose I shall be known as Harry
Shaw from now on.”

Here he is playing another pat-
ernal figure, though hardly an
enviable character this time: a
man wrestling with a broken
marriage, a ruined career, and the
problems of his three teenage
children who want independence.

Ronald Hines is happily mar-
ried to ex-Tiller girl Sheila
Clements. They live at Tatsfield,
Surrey. Their three children,
Stephanie, 26, Deborah, 21, and
Rupert, 19, have their own
families and careers.

Hines thinks that the key prob-
lem with today’s youth is that they
want their independence too early
in life. “How to steer a middle
course that’s the dilemma.

“If you give them too much
freedom too soon, they're in

trouble. If you're too strict, they
think you’re a martinet. It seems
to be a pretty general dilemma
for the people I talk to.

“If you have a happy-go-lucky
situation in your family, you're a
fortunate man. Not that my kids
have been that much trouble.

“The prime thing in life, I have
learned, is that one cannot organ-
ise children’s lives once they’re in
their teens. If the thing they want
to do is inside the law, and they're
happy—accept it.”

His son Rupert left art school
suddenly to work in France on the
land. “I wasn't too pleased at the
time, but the last time he came
over on holiday he looked happier
and fitter than ever. Surely that’s
everything?”

He tugs at the whiskers of his
trim, sandy moustache. “It’s
very hard to accept these things,
but you might as well come to
terms with yourself because, in
the end, there’s not a damned
thing you can do to stop them.”

Not that he believes in imposing
his own views and personality on
his children. “Far from it. I've
never wanted them to be like me.
I want them to be individuals.”

Ronald Hines came from a
working-class home in Clapham,
London. “My father died when I
was very young. My mother had
to work hard all her life.

“I had to rely on scholarships to
get to drama school. There was no
spare money for me.”

He considers himself fortunate
to have survived 25 years in show-
business. “It’s such a precarious §
life, you're always gambling with
your future.

“What does amaze me about
today’s kids is their attitude to
work, It's ‘take it or leave it’.
They’re so very confident. If
they’re out of work they don’t
seem to bother.

“As an actor I take what I can,
and I'm grateful. I'm very con-
scientious for myself and my
family’s sake when I'm working.
I work to the nth degree. That’s
the difference between Harry
Shaw’s and my generation—and
the present one.”

Off the set, Hines is quiet, al-
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most introvert. He has found play-
g the unfortunate Shaw a deeply
smotional experience.

“Let’s face it, playing a depres-
uve, trouble-worn character like
Shaw for 13 episodes must have
some effect on you unless you are
completely wooden.

“I spend more hours of the day
s Harry Shaw than I do as myself.

“Some actors would say that
this is absolute rubbish. But I
definitely think some of the char-
scter rubs off on you in a long-
running series like this.

“This is why an actor has to find
s technical device to cope with
emotions. In the theatre, you
would tear yourself to bits if you
couldn’t stand outside the part a
Brtle.”

APPROPRIATELY in Silver Jubilee Year,
there is a discernible regal air about
Independent Television.

Last week Robert Kee's perceptive
documentary, The Silver Tubilee,
